Guidance & Information for Applicants

Participatory Budgeting Funding of £7000 is available for local groups or organisation within the Greenhills/Whitehills area for projects and ideas that will help people in the area by addressing local priorities.

The maximum award is £1,000 for any group or organisation.  Demand is expected to be high so please only apply for the level of funding required.  This means that more awards can be made with a bigger impact.

WHO CAN APPLY FOR FUNDING? 
Any local group or organisation, providing their idea or project will be delivered in either Greenhills or Whitehills.

We are looking for projects that will make a genuine difference in the area.  Unconstituted groups can apply.  If successful, funding will be held by Healthy and Active in East Kilbride on behalf of the group.

HOW MUCH CAN I APPLY FOR?
To allow funding to benefit the maximum number of groups/organisations, individual applications of between £1,000 will be welcomed.  Applications will be screened for eligibility, and we may contact you to discuss your application.

OVERVIEW OF PARTICIPATORY BUDGETING

Participatory budgeting is a way for people to directly decide how money is spent in their area.  It varies in different areas but follows the same process.

Participatory Budgeting Scotland and The Scottish Government have a charter in Scotland which sets out seven key features showing what a fair and high quality PB process should look like.  It aims to ensure that PB is inclusive, uses good quality methods, and is truly participative.

The Charter’s seven features show what needs to be considered to make sure participatory budgeting is:
· Fair And Inclusive
· Participatory
· Deliberative
· Empowering
· Creative and flexible
· Transparent
· Part of our democracy
The funding will provide £7,000 of funding for groups and activities in Greenhills and Whitehills to help address local priorities identified through the Neighbourhood Plan consultation, including more social and recreational priorities, access to green spaces, community cohesion and community safety. 

The top priorities for local people, identified in South Lanarkshire Council’s Neighbourhood Plan, included a lack of bookable spaces, maintenance of paths and walkways, a need for more community events and better relationships, and feeling unsafe being out at night. 

This funding will empower local people to make positive changes within their communities by addressing the common priorities 

WHAT CAN BE FUNDED?

Any idea or activity that will make a difference locally ranging from supporting families who are facing increasing costs, creating outdoors spaces, or combatting loneliness and isolation.

Activities and idea should: 

· Bring direct benefits to the local communities of Greenhills and Whitehills.
· Where appropriate, bring benefits to priority target groups (i.e. children & young people, older people, isolated & vulnerable individuals).
· Help local people to connect within their local communities.
· Provide an opportunity to bring new ideas or projects to life.
· Support connection and community cohesion.

HOW ARE DECISIONS MADE? 

This is where the community will have their say at a public event Each group that submitted an idea/project will have the opportunity to speak about their application.  A public vote will then take place giving everyone an equal opportunity to access the funding.

The date of the event will be announced in January 2025.  Please reach out to your connections in the area and encourage them to get involved.  




COMMUNICATION

It’s important to engage everyone in the community, especially people who may not normally engage.   The funding will be communicated online but there will also be posters and postcards distributed from early January.  

Please help to spread the word about the funding!
 
FINDING OUT ABOUT YOUR APPLICATION

The public vote will take place at the event and successful applications will be announced on the day.  This will be followed up with a written grant offer which should be signed and returned as soon as possible.

If Your Project is Unsuccessful
You will receive written confirmation of this decision, where possible, you may receive information on other sources of funding or signposting to organisations that may be able to help.

SPENDING YOUR GRANT

Receipts and records should be maintained for the grant and a request may be made to produce these records.
